Our unit

É There will be three classes (Reception and Year 1), 
however for the majority of the time we will operate 
as a unit.

É All staff will be involved in teaching your child.

ÉWe recognisethat each child has unique interests, 
learning preferences and developmental needs, 
therefore we adapt our practice and delivery to 
accommodate these differences.



Phonics & Reading
ÉWe use a synthetic phonics based approach 
ςletter sounds not names, blending of 
sounds to read e.g. c-a-t = cat

ÉYour child may also be given sounds to 
practise at home with you

ÉReading is not just about being able to 
decode words.  Please share books and talk 
about stories regularly (at least three times 
per week)



Reading

ÉAs your child progresses and begins to blend, they will 
bring home reading books from our levelled school 
reading scheme. 

ÉThey will also bring home a reading record book.  You 
can maintain a dialogue with us through this book. We 
encourage you to make comments on the books your 
child is reading and their reading development.

ÉBooks will be changedoncea week.  It is important that 
your child reads a book several times, this helps to build 
their understanding and confidence.



Settling In

É All children will start together at 8:45am on Wednesday 
6th September, they will stay until 1:00pm on 
Wednesday and Thursday.  From Friday 8th September 
the children will stay all day (8.45 am ς3.05pm).

É Home time is 3.05pm.  Please inform us if a different 
adult is picking up your child. We will not release them 
to unauthorisedadults.

Teaching TeamFree School Meals

ÉGovernment Legislation means that
from Sept 2014, all Reception and KS1 
children are entitled to a free school meal.
